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Appraisals of the Parental Relation Between the American and Chinese College Students

Objective : To compare the differences of attitude to parental relation between the college
students who were studying in Hawaii and in China. Methods The College Student § Adjustment
Inventory was used and 439 students were tested (239 students were studying in Hawaii and 200
students in China). The scale had high internal consistency and split— half reliability. Results
There were no two — way interactions among ethnicity, sex, and age. The students who were
studying in China evaluated more positive in parental relation than other Chinese decent students
studying in America on P scale (P < 0. 00001). All Chinese decent subjects had more parental rela—
tion problems than Caucasian on N scale (P <0.0001). Conclusion Culture contributes to differ—
ent appraisals of parental relation between the American and the Chinese decent college students.
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
